3 STAFF COMMENTS  

Staff Acknowledgements:  

Staff Conditions: 

1. Staff recognizes that this property is zoned T5-UC/RMX and has communicated to the applicant 
that requirements for either T5-UC or RMX must be applied to the project in full – not a mixture 
of the two. Applicant to update all setbacks to reflect the chosen setback requirements for the 
desired district. This Staff Report represents a review with the RMX district standards, based on 
prior conversations with the applicant about desired zoning district. 

2. In future submissions, applicant to note proposed percentage of impervious paving and 
demonstrate compliance with Section 2.4.2 of the Beaufort code, which requires a maximum 
Impervious Surface Coverage of 65% for RMX zoned properties.  

3. Section 2.5.6.F of the Beaufort Code states that “Uncovered and unenclosed walkways and 
driveways may encroach up to 100% of the depth of any required setback, unless a buffer, per 
Section 5.5.1, is required.” Section 5.5.1 of the Beaufort Code requires a minimum 15’ side 
buffer between RMX properties and Transect based districts or any county residential district. A 
proposed drive aisle currently appears to encroach into the 15’ setback along property lines east 
(S17° 26’ 26”W) of the existing building and south (N71° 09’ 22”W) of the Boundary Street new 
building. The adjacent southern parcel has not been annexed into the city and is therefore 
viewed as county residential. The minimum 15’ buffer must be maintained. Applicant to revise 
drive aisle so that it does not encroach into the setback.  

4. In future submissions, applicant to show all mechanical equipment, loading docks, service areas, 
and trash disposal facilities and ensure and demonstrate that they are screened in compliance 
with Section 4.6.1.F.1-2 of The Beaufort Code.  

5. Section 4.6.1.G states that “Buildings and additional site elements –e.g., bollards, arbors, drive-
thru canopies, sign posts – shall not be painted in a color or pattern that expresses corporate 
identity, to the extent that the paint color or pattern is not consistent with the design standards 
of the district. Fluorescent colors, such as ASHTO safety yellow, are also prohibited except 
where required by a public agency.” Section 4.6.4.E.3 states that “Recommended colors are 
traditional historic colors, earth tones (greens, tans, light browns, terra cotta, grays, pale 
primary and secondary colors, and white and cream tones. Trademark colors are considered 
signage and will be counted as such unless they are consistent with the color palette as 
previously described.” Staff feels that the lime green color of the façade was selected to identify 
with the Extra Space Storage brand, which does not comply with these sections of the code. 
Staff is in support of the use of green but prefers a more muted green or other earth tone color.   

6. Section 4.6.4.C.1 of the Beaufort Code states that “Building elevations that face the street shall 
have at least 40% of the first-floor wall area consist of windows and/or doors, and 15% of upper 
floors.” The current design has few windows and doors on the first level along Boundary Street 



and Parris Island Gateway, but windows are implied on the upper levels using large Bahama 
shutters. Staff understands that the use of windows and doors on the exterior of this building 
would conflict with the actual use of the building. However, Staff also feels that the 
requirements of the Beaufort Code for the exterior of the building must be upheld. Staff accepts 
the use of Bahama shutters on upper levels, but Applicant also must provide fenestration, or at 
minimum imply the existence of fenestration, on the first level of this building to satisfy the 
intent of this Section of the Code. Applicant to note that this Code section does not require 
transparent fenestration for RMX. Applicant could consider extending the Bahama shutters 
down into the brick banding by one vertical row and adding fenestration within the four large 
brick massing bays along Boundary Street.     

7. Section 4.6.4.D of the Beaufort Code states that “Facades that are visible from streets, parks, 
squares, waterways, significant pedestrian spaces, or primary vehicular access points or parking 
areas: 

a. Shall not include expanses of blank walls (without any transparent windows or doors) of 
20 linear feet or greater. 

b. Shall be divided into architecturally distinct sections (or bays) with similar proportions. 
The bays should average no greater than 35 linear feet wide through the use of different 
architectural divisions or elements such as pilasters, columns, and/or changes in wall 
depths or floor and roof levels.  

From a visual review of the Boundary Street elevation provided, Staff feels that the expanse of 
solid wall along Boundary Street is too long and does not satisfy the intent of these sections of 
the Code. Applicant to further break down the expanse of this solid wall and provide dimensions 
to document compliance with this section of the Beaufort Code. Staff asks the applicant to 
consider adding more moments of metal cladding language along the Boundary Street elevation 
to break up the long expanse of solid wall.  

8. Staff recommends that the applicant consider the design of the roofline in future submissions. 
The current design has little variation in height of the parapet walls and this building would 
benefit from providing more wall height variation to reduce the visual scale of the building. This 
is especially important along the Boundary Street elevation. Staff recommends extending the 
four brick massing bays along Boundary Street to the same height as the metal cladding volumes 
on the same elevation. Treat similar brick massing bays in the same manner on other elevations 
that face the public right of way. 

9. In a future submission, Applicant to refer to Section 5.3.2 of the Beaufort Code regarding 
specimen and landmark trees and provide a Certified Arborist Report where required.

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Executive Summary  

At the request of The Morgan Companies (MC), LandQuest Ventures, LLC (i.e. LandQuest) 

conducted a tree survey for all existing protective species trees six (6) inches diameter breast 

height (dbh), and greater presently occurring on the Myrtle Bush Farms Property located 

on undeveloped woodlands situated between Robert Smalls Parkway and Parris Island 

Gateway in Beaufort, South Carolina. The field survey was undertaken from April 8 thru 

May 3, 2019, and conducted by Mark S. Romulus, Senior Biologist, Professional Wetland 

Scientist of LandQuest Ventures, LLC. Upon a complete review of available mapping and 

Beaufort County geographic information systems (GIS) data for this property, Mr. Romulus 

traversed the entire subject property to identify the relevant protective tree species features 

on-site. Below are key discovered made over the course of this study: 

➢ During the survey period while conducting the tree inventory, LandQuest identified 

a total of 1589 trees, including fourteen (14) tree species. The attributes LandQuest 

collected includes: 1) species, 2) specimen/landmark trees, 3) diameter, 4) estimated 

height, 5) age, and 6) tree condition rating. During the tree survey LandQuest, also 

conducted a visual assessment of tree structure, health, and vigor. LandQuest 

conducted the attribute collection using a Trimble sub-meter accuracy global 

positioning satellite receiver (GPSR) device with an error-in-location potential of not 

greater than three meters. All fieldwork was done in compliance with current 

American National Standards Institute (ANSI) Z133.1 requirement for safety. 

➢ The Myrtle Bush Farms property (i.e. subject property) is comprised of an 

undeveloped wooded triangular land parcel totaling approximately 34 acres located 

between two (2) major roadways (SR 21-Parris Island Gateway, SR 170-Robert Smalls 

Parkway) traversing through the City of Beaufort, South Carolina.  

➢ While conducting fieldwork, LandQuest identified each individual tree and attached 

a tag with assigned tag number (ranging from 1 to 1589), along with an orange flag. 

This report describes the methodology and findings of the aforementioned protective 

tree species survey. The site-specific information provided below in this document is 

based upon LandQuest’s best professional judgement and opinion. While on-site, 

LandQuest reassessed the previous tree survey conducted in April 2017 on the 

eastern portion of the property where 484 trees were identified and surveyed. Upon 

completion of its survey, LandQuest identified an additional 363 trees within this 

previously surveyed area. 

➢ During the site survey, LandQuest noted the property is comprised mostly an 

undeveloped mature and secondary-growth urban fragmented woodland situated 

across existing commercial retail properties. Numerous large aging oak trees occupy 

the property.  
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➢ The property’s understory and limited herbaceous layer consists of combination of 

typical xeric upland vegetative habitat, and smaller diameter newly populated upland 

trees. 

➢ According to historical aerial imagery, the subject property has remained wooded 

since it once was associated with a larger wooded community. The current site 

conditions reflect ground cover occurring within a mid-to-late successional 

woodland. Topography noted throughout the property is typically for an aging xeric 

upland forest. According to the United States Fish and Wildlife Services (i.e. USFWS) 

satellite imagery, this area in general is not classified as having wide-spread 

palustrine forested and scrub-shrub wetlands that tend to be seasonally wet that 

appear to be directly connected to the Broad River floodplain.  

➢ The subject property is entirely comprised of one (1) large individual forest stand. 

This stand is a well-established slash pine and southern live oak dominant xeric 

upland forest spread out throughout the property. This stand is indicative of a mostly 

semi-mature and mature growth woodland located in an urban fragmented forested 

area. The stand is representative of older, more mature trees that likely have survived 

nearby clear cutting. 

➢ Both the understory and herbaceous layers are mostly scattered throughout this 

property. The vast majority is of the forest floor consists of pine matting and detritus 

building up from decaying occurring in the upper portion of the existing soil column. 

Various locations were observed with extensive vine and herbaceous growth 

primarily surrounded the basal areas of the larger, more mature trees. 

➢ The subject property is predominated (614-39 percent) by mostly semi-mature and 

mature established slash pines (Pinus elliottii) of various ages. Sizes of these 

individuals range from the smallest at seven (7) inches dbh, to the largest at forty 

(40) inches dbh.  

➢ Fourteen (14) tree species noted on the subject property during the tree survey. The 

smallest tree was noted as six (6) inches dbh (sweetgum, laurel oak) to the largest (S. 

live oak) at seventy-eight (78) inches dbh. Eight (8) trees have dbh of sixty (60) inches 

or greater. The shortest tree observed during the study was an eighteen (18) foot 

southern magnolia compared to the largest tree (slash pine) at seventy- eight (78) 

feet. A total of seventy-one (71) trees on-site were noted at seventy (70) feet or higher. 

In terms of dbh class occurring on site, the 10-14 inches dbh was the largest at (599-

38 percent). Semi-mature or mid-successional trees were the most prevalent (1014-

64 percent) within the study area. The condition class breakdown indicates that 

(1099-69 percent) of the trees evaluated on the subject property appear to be in fair 

condition. Trees 15-40 feet high (1057-67 percent) are most representative on the 

property. A total of 54 specimen trees and 33 landmark trees were identified on the 

subject property during the protective tree species survey. 
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➢ During this survey, focus was given to determine the overall nature of tree structure 

and health. In this process roots, stems and crowns were inspected on each individual 

tree. Emphasis was placed on evaluating potential damage to the existing root system 

in order to determine the impact of wood decay in stems and buttress roots leading 

to tree failure. In general, a significant number of individuals displayed buried root 

collars, poor branch structure, topping, flush cuts, exposed root collars, and storm 

and insect damage. Overall, much of the forest floor exhibited extensive decay as 

exhibited in various soil columns surrounding individual trees.  

➢ The protective tree species survey noted that the majority of the study area is 

comprised of mid-successional trees slowly evolving into late successional. There are 

two areas located in the southwest-central portion of the site where early 

successional tree growth is occurring. Forty-five (45) dead trees and numerous other 

downed or diseased trees were observed. Many of these trees occur with the thirty-

five (35) foot tree conservation buffer associated with the subject property. 

➢ The approach in meeting the City’s requirements is as following. The tree coverage 

requirement can be met through the retention of existing trees, supplemental 

plantings, or a combination of both. Removal of trees must be in accordance with 

Section 5.4 (Tree Removal). New trees planted to satisfy the tree canopy coverage 

requirement, as set forth above, must meet the standards found in Section 5.6 

(Landscape Installation and Maintenance). If lot size is smaller than listed above, tree 

planting shall be done if possible, but may not be required. If it is not possible to 

plant overstory trees, two (2) understory trees may count as one overstory tree, new 

trees, or a combination of both. Compliance with these tree coverage standards must 

be clearly shown on all submitted applications. 

➢ To incentivize saving a variety of species and sizes of existing trees credits shall 

awarded for their preservation at a ratio of 1:1. All trees, except for laurel oaks, 

sweetgums, pecans and non-longleaf pines, may be used as mitigation credits for that 

same species. Example: If a twelve (12)” magnolia tree is removed, but three (3)” 

magnolias are saved, only three (3)” of magnolia trees would be included in the m A 

permit shall be required from the City for the removal or relocation, of any tree eight (8)” 

caliper or larger at dbh, or any tree designated as a specimen or landmark tree, as established 

in Section 5.3.2. Mitigation calculation per the schedule in 5.6.2.D. 

➢ The following criteria shall be considered by the administrator in determining 

whether or not to issue a zoning permit: 1. Health: whether or not the tree is in good 

health, according to a certified arborist report or staff evaluation 2. Development 

Potential: whether or not the tree constrains reasonable development of the specific 

site, considering lot size, applicable setbacks, context, building type and use, 

stormwater requirements and other relevant site development considerations 3. 

Access: whether or not the tree is a hazard to pedestrian, bicycle, or vehicular traffic 

4. Structural Interference: whether or not the tree presents a hazard to buildings, 
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structures, or utility lines 5. Cost: whether or not there are cost-effective alternatives 

to tree removal. 

➢ If trees are to be removed in conjunction with the physical development of a site, 

submission of a tree retention/removal schedule is required to accompany the Site 

Plan (Section 9.3.1.C). See Appendix A for an example of this schedule. All trees, both 

to be saved and removed, shall also be noted on the landscaping plan. This schedule 

and plan must be reviewed and approved by the appropriate Design Review Body 

prior to the issuance of a Project Permit. No tree removal may commence without a 

Project Permit. 1. Buffer Areas: Preserved trees in the buffer areas shall be counted 

toward the minimum tree conservation requirements of the buffers stated in Section 

5.5.1.  

➢ Recognizing that the perimeter buffers lie outside of the buildable area, the intent of 

this provision is to preserve as many of these trees as possible while allowing for 

access, reasonable visibility, and other uses permitted in the buffer area that 

practicably are best located within the buffer. 2. In exceptional cases where the 

Administrator determines that the species of a tree or grouping of trees is on an 

official state or federal list of threatened or endangered species, then approval is 

specifically required for removal. 

➢ During the site development planning process, significant effort will be made by the 

development team to save on-site trees wherever possible.

Site 

conditions at the time of these assessments were conducive for the gathering of site data.  

Temperatures ranged from 72 to 75 degrees Fahrenheit, under mostly sunny weather 

conditions. Extensive rainfall prevented survey work to take place from April 3 thru April 7, 

2019 and April 22 thru April 25, 2019. 

2.0 Site Location & Description 

The Myrtle Bush Farms property (i.e. subject property) is comprised of an undeveloped 

wooded triangular land parcel totaling approximately 34 acres located between two (2) 

major roadways traversing through the City of Beaufort, South Carolina.  

During the site survey, LandQuest noted the property is comprised mostly an undeveloped 

mature and secondary-growth urban fragmented woodland situated across existing 

commercial retail properties. Numerous large aging pines and oak trees occupy the 

property. Generally, the property’s understory and limited herbaceous layer consists of 

combination of typical xeric upland vegetative habitat, and smaller diameter newly 

populated upland trees species. 

According to historical aerial imagery, the subject property has remained wooded since it 

once was associated with a larger wooded community. The current site conditions reflect 

ground cover occurring within a mid-to-late successional woodland. Topography noted 

throughout the property is typically for an aging xeric upland forest.  

According to the United States Fish and Wildlife Services (i.e. USFWS) satellite imagery, 

this area in general is not classified as having wide-spread palustrine forested and scrub-

shrub wetlands that tend to be seasonally wet that appear to be directly connected to the 

Broad River floodplain.  
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Jurisdictional features are noted on the subject property and will likely impact the proposed 

site development footprint. LandQuest applied International Society of Arboriculture (ISA) 

standardized methodologies during all fieldwork activities (i.e. tree assessment) in 

conducting all fieldwork activity. This methodology is noted below in detailed are 

commonly used for initial site condition assessments such as the one applied on the subject 

property.  

Below is a brief discussion of the tree survey assessment methodology utilized. 

3.0    Protective Tree Species Survey 

LandQuest inventoried all existing protective trees of six (6) inches or greater dbh located 

within the existing approximately thirty-four (34)-acre survey area, adjacent street right-of-

way, utility right-of-way or public easement, and any protected trees located within the core 

development area.  
 

4.0 Methodology 
 

Diameter at breast height (dbh) is to be measured at 4.5 feet using a diameter tape. All trees 

surveyed were flagged in the field with orange flagging tape while being sequentially 

numbered. LandQuest utilized the “Council of Tree and Landscape Appraisers” (CTLA) 

rating method for establishing estimated tree conditions in the field.  

se tree condition ratings range from poor to excellent while corresponding to the current 

health of the tree, and the ability of the tree to withstand impacts and increased exposure. 

Poor trees are estimated to be on an irreversible course of decline.  

Good trees are healthy and contain good structure. Excellent designations are rare and 

predominantly pertain to large very dominant trees that represent an archetypical 

representation of the species. 

Trees rated in fair trees either are hindered by a factor which may be corrected (insect 

infestation, invasive species on trunk), or are trees that may not be structurally suited for 

exposure, as an edge or possibly an open tree.  

Below are the CTLA condition rating and age class definitions: 

Excellent- Root plate undisturbed and clear of any obstructions. Root flare has normal 

development. No visible trunk defects or cavities. Branch spacing/structure and 

attachments are free of any defects. Perfect specimen with excellent form and vigor, well-

balanced crown. Trunk is sound and solid. No apparent pest problems. Normal to exceeding 

shoot length on new growth. Leaf size and color normal. Exceptional life expectancy for the 

species. 
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Good- Root plate appears normal; only minor damage may be found. Possible signs of root 

dysfunction around trunk flare. Minor trunk defects from previous injury, with good 

closure; less than 25% of bark section missing. Good branch habit, minor dieback with some 

signs of previous pruning. Codominant stem formation may be present. Minor corrections 

required. Imperfect canopy density in few parts of the tree, 10% or less, lacking natural 

symmetry. Less than half normal growth rate and minor deficiency in leaf development. Few 

pest issues or damage, controllable. Normal branch and stem development with healthy 

growth. Typical life expectancy for the species. 

Fair- Root plate reveals previous damage or disturbance, and dysfunctional roots may be 

visible around main stem. Evidence of trunk damage or cavities with decay or defects 

present. Less than 30% of bark sections missing on trunk. Codominant stems are present. 

Branching habit and attachments indicate poor pruning or damage, which requires 

moderate corrections. Crown decline and dieback up to 30% of the canopy. Overall poor 

symmetry. Leaf color somewhat chlorotic with smaller leaves. Shoot extensions indicate 

some stunting and stressed growing conditions.  

Obvious signs of pest problems contributing to lesser condition. Some decay areas found in 

main stem and branches. Below average life expectancy 

Poor- Root plate disturbance and defects indicate major damage with girdling roots around 

the trunk flare. Trunk reveals more than 50% of bark section missing. Branch structure has 

poor attachments, with several structurally important dead or broken. Canopy reveals signs 

of severe damage or topping, with major corrective actions required. Lacking full crown, 

more than 50% decline and dieback, especially affecting larger branches. Stunting obvious 

with little evidence of growth on smaller stems. Leaf size and color reveals overall stress in 

the plant. Insect or disease infestation may be severe. Extensive decay or hollow. Life 

expectancy is low. 

Young-Established tree, but not in the landscape for many years. 

Semi-Mature-Established tree but has not yet reached full growth potential. 

Mature-Tree within its full growth potential. 

Height: 

Small-Less than 15 feet 

Medium-15 to 40 feet 

Large-Greater than 40 feet 
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5.0 Protective Tree Species Survey Summary 
 

5.1          Canopy Layer 

 

As previously mentioned, LandQuest identified 1589 individual trees six (6) inches dbh and 

greater identified during the tree survey fieldwork (See Tree Survey Tables in Appendices). 

In addition, a total of fourteen (14) species were also noted during this survey.  

The listed of noted tree species found during the tree survey are presented below in Table 

1.

The subject property is entirely comprised of one (1) large individual forest stand (See Figure 

1).  
 

This stand is a well-established slash pine and southern live oak dominant xeric upland 

forest spread out throughout the property. This stand is indicative of a mostly semi-mature 

and mature growth woodland located in an urban fragmented forested area. 
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The stand is representative of older, more mature trees that likely have survived nearby clear 

cutting. This stand is represented by mostly a mixture of deciduous currently appearing to 

be in fair condition.  
 

The canopy of this woodland is highly indicative of very mature, well established urban oak 

woodland surrounded by larger areas of clearing that were likely once were connected 

together. In terms of overall tree condition of subject property trees, aging properties of 

disease and dying limbs was noted on numerous trees throughout the property. These trees 

are presently teetering between fair and poor condition.  

5.2       Understory-Herbaceous Layer 

Both the understory and herbaceous layers are mostly scattered throughout this property. 

The vast majority is of the forest floor consists of pine matting and detritus building up from 

decaying occurring in the upper portion of the existing soil column. Various locations were 

observed with extensive vine and herbaceous growth primarily surrounded the basal areas 

of the larger, more mature trees. The understory particularly in the deeper portions of the 

forest manifested a variety of species such as: northern spicebush (Lindera benzoin), Spanish 

bayonet (Yucca aloifolia), dwarf palmetto (Sabal minor), arrowwood viburnum (Viburnum 

dentatum), Inkberry holly (Ilex glabra), and sweet pepperbush (Clethra alnifolia). 

Invasives such as: coral honeysuckle (Lonicera sempervirens), pineland threeawn (Aristida 

stricta), chalky bluestem (Andropogon capillipes), Florida privet (Forestiera segregata), and 

cross vine (Bignonia capreolata) were scattered throughout particularly found on the 

saddles of older trees. These species are highly indicative of early to mid-successional 

woodlands more indicative beyond the subject property boundaries. These invasives were 

also observed throughout the forest climbing from the root zone to basal area up of younger 

less mature trees as well.  

All of this invasive plant material will likely be removed during clearing and grubbing of the 

property during pre-construction activity. Both larger and smaller shrubs are present 

throughout the subject property in areas concentrated with older aging individual trees. 

Some of these areas are dominated by: wild rhododendron (Rhododendrum maximum), 

oconee azalea (R. flammeum), wild hydrangea (Hydrangea aborescens), Jack in the Pulpit 

(Arisaema triphylium), common milkweed (Asclepias syriaca), and beardtongue (Penstemon 

spp.) 

5.3 Protective Tree Survey Overview 

Upon conducting the post-survey review reviewing completing this work, LandQuest has 

determined the following. The subject property is predominated (614-39 percent) by mostly 

semi-mature and mature established slash pines (Pinus elliottii) of various ages. Sizes of 

these individuals range from the smallest at seven (7) inches dbh, to the largest at forty (40) 
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inches dbh. A total of thirty-one (31) mature slash pines occur on-site ranging from thirty 

(30) inches dbh to forty (40) inches dbh currently reside in the eastern one-third of the 

property. 
 

In terms of overall species population, sweetgum (Liquidamber styraciflua) falls right below 

on the subject property at eighteen (275-17 percent). This species was observed throughout 

the property in a wide variety of sizes ranging from six (6) inches dbh to thirty-one (31) 

inches dbh. Observed sweetgums had the largest number of on-site trees with the youngest 

age and good condition rating. 

Water oak (Quercus nigra) is the third most prevalent species occurring within the study 

area (218-14 percent). This species was more prominent in the wetter portions of the 

property. Sizes of water oaks varied considerably on the property. 
 

Of the fourteen (14) tree species noted on the subject property during the tree survey the 

smallest tree was noted as six (6) inches dbh (sweetgum, laurel oak) to the largest (S. live 

oak) at seventy-eight (78) inches dbh. Eight (8) trees have dbh of sixty (60) inches or greater. 

The shortest tree observed during the study was an eighteen (18) foot southern magnolia 

compared to the largest tree (S. live oak) at seventy- eight (78) feet. A total of seventy-one 

(71) trees on-site were noted at seventy (70) feet or higher. In terms of dbh class occurring 

on site, the 10-14 inches dbh was the largest at (599-38 percent). The dbh class is presented 

below in Table 3. In terms of age class, semi-mature or mid-successional trees were the most 

prevalent (1014-64 percent) within the study area. The age class of the subject property is 

found below in Table 4. The condition class breakdown indicates that (1099-69 percent) of 

the trees evaluated on the subject property appear to be in fair condition. The condition 

class distribution is displayed below in Table 5. With respect to height class, trees in the 

medium range 15-40 feet (1057-67 percent) are most representative on the subject property. 

Table 6 presents the height class. 

Tree Assessment 

During this survey, focus was given to determine the overall nature of tree structure and 

health. In this process roots, stems and crowns were inspected on each individual tree. 

Emphasis was placed on evaluating potential damage to the existing root system in order to 

determine the impact of wood decay in stems and buttress roots leading to tree failure. In 

general, a significant number of individuals displayed buried root collars, poor branch 

structure, topping, flush cuts, exposed root collars, and storm and insect damage. Overall, 

much of the forest floor exhibited extensive decay as exhibited in various soil columns 

surrounding individual trees.  

In conclusion, the protective tree species survey noted that the majority of the study area is 

comprised of mid-successional trees slowly evolving into late successional. There are 

however a couple of areas located in the southwest-central portion of the site where early 
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successional tree growth is occurring. Forty-five (45) dead trees and numerous other 

downed or diseased trees were observed. Many of these trees occur with the thirty-five (35) 

foot tree conservation buffer associated with the subject property.  

6.0 Tree Conservation Requirements 

The City of Beaufort passed a new set of ordinances on November 30, 2018. In that process, 

tree planting and protection requirements were put forward. The tree conservation 

requirements are noted in Section 5.3 referred to as “Tree Planting and Protection Coverage 

Requirements,” Here applicability and standards are presented. In addition to the standards 

laid out in this section, land or property shall maintain a minimum baseline canopy coverage 

area based on the zoning district and lot size.  

The approach in meeting the City’s requirements is as following. The tree coverage 

requirement can be met through the retention of existing trees, supplemental plantings, or 

a combination of both. Removal of trees must be in accordance with Section 5.4 (Tree 

Removal).  

New trees planted to satisfy the tree canopy coverage requirement, as set forth above, must 

meet the standards found in Section 5.6 (Landscape Installation and Maintenance). If lot 

size is smaller than listed above, tree planting shall be done if possible, but may not be 

required.  

If it is not possible to plant overstory trees, two (2) understory trees may count as one 

overstory tree, new trees, or a combination of both. Compliance with these tree coverage 

standards must be clearly shown on all submitted applications. 

Certain trees, because of their species and size, are an asset to both the City and individual property 

owners and are hereby designated as “specimen” and “landmark” trees. Such trees as found on the 

subject property are defined as those trees which that meet the City’s. These species are defined in 

the following table:

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6.1 Preservation of Specimen and Landmark Trees 
 

Reasonable design alternatives shall be explored to preserve these trees to the extent 

practicable. A total of 54 specimen trees and 33 landmark trees were identified on the 

subject property during the protective tree species survey (See Appendices).  

6.2 Mitigation for Preserving Existing Trees 

To incentivize saving a variety of species and sizes of existing trees credits shall awarded for 

their preservation at a ratio of 1:1. All trees, except for laurel oaks, sweetgums, pecans and 

non-longleaf pines, may be used as mitigation credits for that same species. Example: If a 

twelve (12)” magnolia tree is removed, but three (3)” magnolias are saved, only three (3)” of 

magnolia trees would be included in the mitigation calculation per the schedule in 5.6.2.D. 

7.0 Proposed Tree Save/Tree Removal  

A permit shall be required from the City for the removal or relocation, of any tree eight (8)” caliper 

or larger at dbh, or any tree designated as a specimen or landmark tree, as established in Section 

5.3.2. As of the development of this document, LandQuest is of the opinion that a significant 

number of trees including both specimen and landmark species currently existing on the 

subject property will have to be removed. The site development applicant will be required 

to provide a Tree Save/Removal Plan during the site plan approval process. Within this plan, 

this applicant will be required to provide: 1) description of the existing vegetation within 

the existing 35-foot tree preservation buffer surround the property; 2). depiction of all trees 

of six inches (6”) or greater dbh, and including require specimen and landmark trees to be 

removed from the above-mentioned buffer, any City-warranted tree protection area, street 

right-of-way, utility right-of-way or public easement, and any other City protected trees to 

be removed from the core area of the property; 3) list of names and mailing address for all 

adjacent property owners on all sides and across the street according to the official tax 

records of City of Beaufort; 4) an accurately drawn map on twenty-four inch by thirty-six 

inch (24” x 36”) paper showing any proposed re-plantings or other proposed screening; 5) a 

description of the size, species and number of any proposed replanting materials; and 6) the 

clearing limits of the proposed project.  

7.1 Criteria for Reviewing Applications for Tree Removal 

The following criteria shall be considered by the administrator in determining whether or 

not to issue a zoning permit: 1. Health: whether or not the tree is in good health, according 

to a certified arborist report or staff evaluation 2. Development Potential: whether or not 

the tree constrains reasonable development of the specific site, considering lot size, 

applicable setbacks, context, building type and use, stormwater requirements and other 

relevant site development considerations 3. Access: whether or not the tree is a hazard to 
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pedestrian, bicycle, or vehicular traffic 4. Structural Interference: whether or not the tree 

presents a hazard to buildings, structures, or utility lines 5. Cost: whether or not there are 

cost-effective alternatives to tree removal. 

7.2 Tree Removal in Conjunction with Development 
If trees are to be removed in conjunction with the physical development of a site, submission 

of a tree retention/removal schedule is required to accompany the Site Plan (Section 

9.3.1.C). See Appendix A for an example of this schedule. All trees, both to be saved and 

removed, shall also be noted on the landscaping plan. This schedule and plan must be 

reviewed and approved by the appropriate Design Review Body prior to the issuance of a 

Project Permit. No tree removal may commence without a Project Permit. 1. Buffer Areas: 

Preserved trees in the buffer areas shall be counted toward the minimum tree conservation 

requirements of the buffers stated in Section 5.5.1. Recognizing that the perimeter buffers 

lie outside of the buildable area, the intent of this provision is to preserve as many of these 

trees as possible while allowing for access, reasonable visibility, and other uses permitted in 

the buffer area that practicably are best located within the buffer. 2. In exceptional cases 

where the Administrator determines that the species of a tree or grouping of trees is on an 

official state or federal list of threatened or endangered species, then approval is specifically 

required for removal. 

8.0 Tree Save Opportunities 

During the site development planning process, LandQuest further assessed the onsite tree 

population based upon the current site development planning to estimate the total number 

of trees potentially to be saved. In acknowledging the present of two (2) separate protective 

tree buffers on each side of the property: 1) 50-foot buffer along Robert Smalls Parkway, and 

2) 20-foot buffer noted along Paris Island Gateway, LandQuest originally determined (61) 

trees can be saved. However, due to further scrutiny, six (6) additional trees will have to be 

removed due to engineering and site construction constraints. Thus, the likely total will be 

fifty-five (55) trees. The particular trees to be removed due to conflicts are listed below. 

T-610: Curb/drive aisle placement conflict 
T-683: Sidewalk improvement on Robert Smalls  
T-750: Curb/drive aisle placement conflict 
T-1062: Drive aisle placement conflict 
T-1064: Drive aisle placement conflict 
T-1134: Drive aisle placement conflict

a. 2.5.1.A: “All buildings shall front a street right-of way, and have a usable entrance on the 
Primary Frontage.” 

b. 2.5.1.A.1.c: Perimeter buildings shall be oriented so that the primary façade(s) faces a 
public street and has a usable entry on that street. Buildings that are interior to a lot 
that has buildings that otherwise meet the frontage requirement may have entrances 
that do not face the Primary Frontage.” 

c. 2.5.1.B.2: Front facades shall front public streets or rights-of-way. In the case where 
buildings front multiple streets, or desire to have entrances facing the parking lot, 
multiple front facades may be designed.  

d. 2.5.1.D.1: Buildings shall have their principal pedestrian entrances on a frontage line. 

Staff views the front of this lot to be along Robert Smalls Parkway, because this is the street 
from which the building derives its street address. Buildings 1, 2, and 3 appear to have multiple 
front facades per Section 2.5.1.B.2, however, no pedestrian entrance is shown on the Robert 
Smalls Parkway façade. Applicant to provide a usable entrance on each building façade with a 
pedestrian corridor that is compliant with Section 5.7.7.B of the Beaufort Code. Per section 
4.5.10.B.1, the usable entrance must be one of the following types, as detailed by Section 4.4 of 
the Code: Shopfront/Awning, Gallery/Colonnade, Arcade. 

2. Currently, the Overall Site Plan (Sheet C2.00) conflicts with the Code Landscape Plan (Sheet 
L1.00) regarding buildings, outparcels, and parking count summary. Staff has reviewed the 
Overall Site Plan on Sheet C2.00 for this Staff Report and asks that the applicant clarify if the 
information shown on this site plan is not correct. In future submissions, applicant to ensure 
that all drawings are consistent.  

3. Buildings 1, 2, and 3 appear to include drive-throughs, but the parking calculations are made for 
retail businesses. If these buildings are to be drive-through facilities, the required spaces must 
be calculated to reflect this per Section 5.7.4 of the Code. Applicant to update parking count to 
reflect this change and also update the minimum and maximum allowed parking space 
calculations accordingly. Staff understands that parking will be difficult to quantify if tenants 
have not yet been identified and recommends that the applicant do a parking study based on 
desired tenant precedents to illustrate that parking requirements will be met at this stage if 
actual tenants are not yet identified. 

4. Bicycle parking is required for this project per Section 5.7.3 of the Beaufort Code. Applicant to 
ensure and demonstrate compliance with this section regarding bicycle parking. 



5. Section 5.7.8.A requires parking lot screening from the public right-of-way or primary vehicular 
access points when the parking area does not front a public right of way. Staff views the 
roundabout accessed from Robert Smalls Parkway to be a primary access point. Screening 
compliant with Section 5.7.8 should be provided at this access point as well as along Robert 
Smalls Parkway and Parris Island Gateway. Applicant to ensure and demonstrate compliance 
with Section 5.7.8.A in future submissions. 

6. Applicant to ensure and demonstrate compliance with all applicable parts of Section 5.7.8.3.d 
regarding landscaped peninsulas and medians in Conventional Districts. 

7. Applicant to ensure and demonstrate compliance with Section 5.3.1 regarding tree coverage 
requirements. 1 broad-leaved overstory tree is required per 6,000 sf of lot size per this section.  

8. Section 4.5.9.B of the Beaufort Code requires a 75% minimum frontage buildout for liner 
buildings. Applicant to ensure and demonstrate that buildings 1, 2, and 3, in conjunction with 
future buildings on outparcels, will comply with this requirement. Staff recommends showing 
dashed in footprints of future outparcel buildings on site plan to indicate size and demonstrate 
compliance.  

9. The awnings above some of the elevations on sheet A-201 appear to have shifted on the page. 
Applicant to clarify if this is not the case and ensure consistent drawings are provided in future 
applications. 

10. In future submissions, applicant to ensure and demonstrate compliance with Section 4.6.1.F of 
the Beaufort Code regarding screening of utility and service equipment and areas. Details for 
any utility enclosures will need to be submitted for review before Final Approval may be 
granted. The applicant has dashed in locations of HVAC equipment on the elevations of the main 
building, but Staff will also need to see these dashed in on the elevations of Buildings 1-3 as 
well. 

11. Applicant to note that Section 4.6.4.C.1 of the Beaufort Code states that “Building elevations 
that face the street shall have at least 40% of the first-floor wall area consist of windows and/or 
doors, and 15% on upper floors.” Applicant to ensure and demonstrate compliance with this 
regarding buildings 1-3 on future applications.  

12. Section 4.6.4.E requires that buildings have “a clearly discernible base, body, and cap, with 
masonry soldier courses or other horizontal expression lines separating each element.” The 
main building has a clearly discernible base, but Buildings 1-3 do not. Applicant to add detailing 
to these buildings that delineate a clearly discernible base.  

13. On sheet A-204, Rendered North Elevation, there are areas where the brick base extends above 
the base datum line on either side of a retail tenant façade.  Staff recommends maintaining the 
datum line of the brick base and simplifying this façade.  

14. Staff will need to see a color rendered elevation of Buildings 1-3 in future applications.
